"... your petitioners present that their court house is situated on land
which the propriator will not make / give a title for as mutch as their / the
court house now covers or for land to lay of(f) a town for the convenencey of
the citizens of the county and put it out of the power of one or two inhabitants
to manopilize the accomodations of the (w)hole county and that on terms
extortionable and enormious we therefore pray your honourable body to take our
case into your wise consideration and grant that we may have a town established
on the Tand of Thomas Matthews which land he is wil(1)ing to devote to that
purpose and lies adjasent to the situation/that on which the/their court house
now stands and on the road from the back countrey to Fayetteville."

Thos. Matthews confirmed on November 25, 1793.
